Catchit divides the class into two teams.

5. If there are 24 children in Bob’s class, how many children
would be in each team?

6. If there are 30 children in Bob’s class, how many children
would be in each team?



There are 18 dodge balls at the start of the game.

7. During the game 6 balls get thrown into the trees. How many
balls are left to use?

8. Bonnie and Clyde look for the balls and can only find three.
How many balls are there at the end of the game?

10. What shape has six sides?
11. What shape has one side?
